Mariner 6 and 7 Data Summary
INFRARED RADIOMETER EXPERIMENTS
The IR radiometer experiments measured temperature as low as    -73 degrees C (-100 degrees F) and as high as 15 degrees C (60 degrees F). At the south polar cap, the IR radiometer measured a temperature of -123 degrees C (-190 degrees F).
MARS TV CAMERA EXPERIMENT
Features with a dimension of 275 meters (900ft.) could be identified. A crater 480 km (300 miles) in diameter was imaged at Nix Olympica. Combined, Mariner 6 and 7 imaged 20 percent. of the surface of Mars, mostly in the southern hemisphere.

Pages 2-6 show five of the approximately 200 images returned by the Mariner 6 and 7 spacecraft. The image on page 2 was taken as Mariner 7 approached Mars. Page 7 shows a map with the locations on Mars imaged by the Mars TV Camera Experiment on both spacecraft.
